The purpose of this letter is to provide the result of our review of the subject application
as it relates to the environmental review process. The property was originally identified
as part of the “Environmental Assessment under the State Environmental Quality Review
Act for The Gananda Development” prepared by the Gananda Partnership, dated
January 15, 1970 and revised October 10, 1979. Upon our review of that document, the
application, plans, long form EAF and SEQRA requirements it is our opinion that this
should be treated as an Unlisted Action addressing local issued and that implementation
of the action as proposed would have no significant adverse impact and should be found
to be a “Negative Declaration”.

Phil Williamson commented that the Wayne County Planning Board had also reviewed a copy of
the SEQR application.

its existing uses; and the granting of the applicant’s request will not encourage or attract a large
number of people who would come to such place absent the action and the project will not impair
historical or archeological resources or wildlife or natural resources. | move in regard to the
pending application is one that will not have significant adverse impact on the environment and
that a Negative Declaration is declared.
